Thank you for visiting the Auburn State Recreation Area (ASRA) and the American River Canyon.
Please take care to preserve and protect the trails, plants, and historic artifacts for other visitors (and for
the wild residents of ASRA) by staying on the trail and by packing out all garbage to the trailhead. Some
trails are very popular and may be crowded at times with hikers, bikers, and equestrians. Trail courtesy
requires that bikers yield to hikers and equestrians, and that hikers yield to equestrians. In order to
reduce conflicts and increase everyone’s enjoyment, park visitors are required to act in a safe and courte-
ous manner, obeying all park rules and speed limits, and respecting trail designations.
